
 Operation - The knee Walker HD is designed for easy steering and stopping. Brakes are also featured on knee Walker HD for controlled
 movement and safety.

 Note: The knee walker's brake system is similar to a bicycle and also has a locking feature.

Assemble Instruction - 
 1, Lever Lock can be adjusted either Right or Left handle use - See Figure (1).

 2, Leg height adjusts to fit height of user - See Figure (2).

 3, Tool free, and easy adjustment Right or Left support - See Figure (3).

 4, Handle adjusts to fit the height of user - See Figure (4).
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 1, Adjust the height of knee walker as necessary.

 2, Place injured leg on the center of bench and position torwards the front end to cover the full length of bench.

 3, With injured foot pointing down, the propulsion leg should be maintained as close as possible to the bench.

 4, While on your toes, start out with small steps with propulsion leg. Concentrate on keeping that leg next to the bench. With practice, you

    should be able to move forward without deviating to opposite side.

 5, To use brake,simply squeeze the lever. To lock the brake pull the lever then push the nut down.To release,simply pull the lever again.
